I have made a flyer that targets men. It goes something like.........Gentlemen, do you get forgetful sometimes? Can't easily remember birthdays, your anniversary, mothers day, sweetest day ect...... I can help! Let me know the days you need to remember and I can contact you before the date and you can order your gifts through me and I will even gift wrap them for you.~~~~~~~~~~~how about that~~~~~~~~ I might put them on cars at say bass pro shop, gander mountain, dicks sporting goods.  Maybe Barber shops as well.  Dont forget the oil change places and at the mechanics garage as well!

Maybe you could get orders by offering a raffle. I try to do this during the holidays and seem to have some success - nothing major, but a good size order. I put labels on the brochures that say 'For C24-26, order $25 or more, be entered in a drawing to win a bag full of Avon goodies!' I've ordered the penguin felt bag and I'm going to buy the Avon winter bundle from the demo to fill the bag. Last year, I did the same thing using the Snowman felt bag they had. It's a great incentive for customers to order!

when they put Engagement Announcements in the paper......they usaully put the address as well.............................What about sending an offer to the Bride & Mother of a say 20% off their order to purchase gift of thanks for the wedding party and extend a 15% discount to the other women in the wedding (maid of honor, brides maids, mother-in-law to be) and have the Bride call with the names of these individuals in the party so when they call you are able to know they are in the party and get the extra discount.

I went to the local dollar store, i bought some snack size zip bags, i am going to put 2 lollipops, biz card, opportuniny biz card and mini party flyer in it. I am going to give these out to cashiers, waiteress, ect...  If this works out you should consider giving them out during a parade.     what is a mini party flyer?  I did it like a business card. It says...... If you would like to host one of the following parties: Book Party, Jewelry Party or Beauty Bash, Contact me or your name for more information.

For raffles, open houses, craft fairs or any way you can use it best. Get one of those little 2-3 foot christmas trees. Make a bunch of scrolls, each one with a different freebie written on it. Or even make some of them be gift certificates. Wrap the scroll with a pretty ribbon in the center and hang it on the tree. If you are doing a raffle you could put one grand prize scroll on the tree. At an open house you can have each person that attends choose a scroll for the chances of pulling off a grand prize. At a craft fair or booth you could tell people if they order X amount they can pick one for the chance to win a prize. I was even thinking you could tell your customers if they pick thier orders up from your home during the holidays they will have a chance to pick a prize off the tree, with a chance of winning some sort of gift basket. The gifts can be any product of your choice or avon bucks, or gift certificates.   OH OH OH!!!! What if you did the same thing with makeup. Like mini’s and lipbalms?? You could say pick a gift off the Avon tree for only $1!!

I'm hosting an event at a local Money Store !! The Asst. Manager offered for me and another local rep , who is a friend of mine to set up a table at her store . They are having the Blood connection and a few other local companies there ! We went tossing and included in our bags , and Avon book , neon bracelets, candy, fliers for The Money Store , pens and pencils with our logo on them and theirs . Soon we will be tossing again and we are going to put pizza coupons in from a local pizzeria.. We are having this event this Saturday . I will keep everyone informed as to how it goes !! Maybe you should check with a local business near you to see about setting up a table there !  Be careful when advertising anything with another company.  Avon does not want their name associated with other companies.

I bought a really nice metal shower caddy ($5.00 or so) at Wal-Mart. It has 3 suction cups on the back and will hold about 14 - 15 brochures. I took self-lamenating paper and made a 4x6" note that said "FREE Avon Brochure - Take one" and I taped it to the back of the caddy on both sides. ~~~ I went to one of the Wal-marts in my city for about an hour, leaving the caddy fully of brochures and when I came back, all of the brochures but three were gone. So far, I haven't gotten any calls so we'll see but I was surprised that so many people took the bait - 11 to be precise. I expected only one or two would be taken, if that. I made sure I got a spot near an entrance where lots of people would pass by. ~~~ I'm tired of wasting brochures tossing only to get one or two bites out of 100+ brochures. I like the idea that only those interested are bothering to take one.  I actually used the suction cups and stuck it to the top of the trunk of my car. That way, my sign stood out more and it was noticeable to all passers-by. It was much easier to remove as well. I just slid the suction cups up and off it came. We have 4 Wal-Marts in my city and they're all pretty busy. We have a couple of Targets and numerous groceries. I think I'm going to go shopping for an hour every day - each day at a different store where a lot of women frequent and see how it works out doing this.

I sat down to refine my tossing efforts. I asked my self the question who would be more likely to order items for home delivery. The first thing that popped into my head was the people who order from the Szwan (sp?) delivery guy. (Home delivered frozen food for those who doesn't know what Szwan is.) So this last few weeks every time I see the Szwan truck deliver to a house I stop and write down the address. (so far I have gotten 30 addresses.) I then went back and left a book on their door knob. About half of the people have called back either with an order or to say they would like to get new broaches delivered to their home. Schwann?

instead of having a 1 day open house, i am setting up for all the sundays in dec in my garage. my garage is cleaned up and it will be decorated and festive. i have 250 biz cards printed up with this info to pass out. here is what the card says...CASH AND CARRY AVON PRODUCTS...my address and phone number of course...EASY HOLIDAY SHOPPING RIGHT IN YOUR NEIGHBORHOOD..OPEN SUNDAYS IN December FROM 1:00 UNTIL 4:00. LIGHT REFRESHMENTS AND GIFT WRAPPING AVAILABLE..

I am having a yard sale next weekend. I was gonna set up an area where people could also purchase Avon and was thinking about doing gift certificates, denominations of $3, $5, $10, $20.If they wanted a gift certificate I would also include all brochures they could order from current and past since I have extras and maybe even a free gift like lipbalm or minis put it all in a What's New Bag. I will also sale some of the naturals body stuff and lip systems that I have left.  You could try a raffle to get more customer information. Offer a father's day basket as the prize. I think the gift certificates are a good idea, do what you can afford and still make a profit.

Next time our city has a parade, which should be Labor Day, I am going to take the Whats New bags, stick a business card and a small flyer in it, and then walk up and down the sidewalk to see if anyone needs bags for candy. The last parade we had in May, I did not have any good plastic bags for the kids to catch candy in, so I used the WN bags instead. They are the perfect size for that. So the next time anyone has a parade in town, now you know what to do! =)

Everyone may already know this but for some of us new guys just learning, here is a nice idea! I always keep samples on hand for my co-workers, people out in the stores that see my bag with AVON on it and just ask me or anybody in general. And I had a hard time keeping my samples separated and neatly put together to hand out to people! I went to Wal-mart and went to the fishing section. There is a little bag that they call the worm carrier by Quantum. But I believe any little bag like this one would do. The bag has a little handle on top (easy to carry) it zips around. Inside the little bag is little plastic bags kind of like the Ziploc bags but they are on a spiral rings inside the bag so they don't fall out! They zip lock also so that each bag can hold your samples without falling out! It is the greatest thing for samples and keeping them neat and ready to give! Once I started using the little bag to carry my samples with me people have noticed that you are pretty much put together and they want to see what Avon has to offer. I have gained a few customers by grabbing my bag and hand samples out! Just thought maybe some newbies might want a little idea hope this help's someone!

I don't wear fake nails. So. I'm not sure of the price of these. I'm hoping some of you might know the cost of the kind that cover your entire nail. I have a new favorite Nailwear color (RAVE) that I want to share with my customers. I'm thinking I can paint a fake nail with RAVE (or any other color), put it in a little baggy with info, and wah-la...a Nailwear sample. This sample would enable the customer to see if the color looks good on her before she buys. I'm sure you all have loved the look of a polish in the bottle, but then it looks terrible against your skin tone. The only thing I don't know is the cost of the nails...I don't know if this would be a feasible cost for samples.  You can get fake nails at the dollar store. I think it was 120 nails for $1.00!

I'm thinking of having a open house next month sometime, for Christmas ... It would just be family and friends I would invite... does anyone have any idea's what I should have on hand, without going over board?  Well, I am not to sure what to have on hand so I am just going by my previous orders. I am going to take a fake christmas tree, since it's to early to get a real one, and decorate it using only avon products (lipstick, lingerie, cologne, parfumes, holiday decor....footworks, etc.). I am offering a door prize and I am giving a gift to the person who comes in the most outrageous christmas outfit. I am also offering a pedicure using avon products to two people who are willing to pedicure the other! The blow up foot bath is great and affordable !

Tomorrow one of the womens groups at our church is doing a pie supper for a fundraiser. Among other things, they are having a silent auction. I donated a $10.00 gift certificate and a basket with the Driven skin care that came as a preferred preview, I was never able to sell it. I made sure to put my current and next campaign books in both donations, along with my business card and magnets with my name, number and website address.

I went to 2 campgrounds where I live and sold 20 cans of Bug Guard to each. Total of 40 cans sold, brought me up to 40% sales for that campaign compared to the 30 I would have had w/out those sales. I made up a spreadsheet with a little sales pitch... Spring and Summer, deer ticks, flies and mosquitoes. They go together hand and hand Keep your partons insect free. Then I had a spreadsheet showing different discounts.  I didn't have any samples with me, just the brochure and my spreadsheet. I made sure that I spoke with the owner/manager and explained the benifits of SSS bug Guard against other sprays. I left the brochure and spreadsheet with them and told them that I would contact them in several days so they could make up their order. Waited 3 days went back and got orders for 20 from each.

In the bags would be the different minis that we have available for hotels?

I used to be a hotel manager. Chain hotels are very strict about what they can and cannot put in the rooms. However, smaller hotels like Bed and Breakfasts, or other independently owned properties would be likely to be interested. They don't have the edge of brand recognition so they have to compete in other ways, and many of them do gift baskets of some kind for that reason. That is a good idea, I may look into it msyefl. My husband is a car salesman, and he is working with his boss on approving a gift bundle for people that buy cars, and include some of my Avon stuff.

Whenever my customers (the ones that I've gotten by going to local businesses) pay by check, before I deposit their checks I make a note with their address & home phone. After I had been doing this for a couple campaigns I noticed that there were several in the same neighborhood and so it became obvious to me that a rep was not serving that neighborhood. I tossed one day and WOW I was so happy with the results. Several new customers from that. Just a thought, hope it makes sense to everyone.
